Elvis was born in Tupelo, Mississippi on January 8, 1935 to
Gladys and Vernon Presley.   He grew up dirt poor, and moved
to Memphis when he was a teenager and was discovered by Sun
Records. 

He later met Colonel Park, who led him to sign with RCA
Victor where he recorded a series of hits which included
"Heartbreak Hotel".  From 1956 thru 1958 he dominated
the charts and ushered in "Rock N' Roll," which opened the
doors for both white and black rock artists.  After a short
stint in the army, he returned to the US and became one of
the top live attractions in addition to making several
movies.  He married  Prescilla in 1967 and in 1968 became a
father to Lisa Marie, they divorced in 1973.  

Hit's were harder to come by in the 70's, "Suspicious Minds"
and "Burning Love" were the only songs to make it into the top
10.   He died in 1977, at the age of 42.  He inspired literally
thousands of musicians and will always be The King of Rock N'
Roll!
