She is a multi-Grammy award-winning American singer/songwriter who, in 2010, at the age
of 20, became the youngest artist in history to win the Grammy Award for Album of the
Year. In 2011, Swift was named Billboard's Woman of the Year.

Swift's philanthropic efforts exemplify the transformative power of generosity and
compassion.
